Minimize Attractants
• Waste – neighbourhoods, parks, commercial/institutional
• Other – fruit, compost, bird feeders, etc.

Mitigate Public Safety Concerns
• Human wildlife conflict
• Vectors (e.g. rats, mice, mosquitos)

Reduce Risk to Wildlife
• Education and outreach to promote coexistence 
• Work collaboratively with partners

Shift Behaviours
• Attractant management – secure waste, control odours, morning only cart set-out  
• Waste separation – use the garbage, green and recycling carts properly
• Waste reduction – minimize the amount of waste being generated

Urban Wildlife Program Goals
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Solid Waste Management Bylaw
• Cart set-out the night before collection ($500 fine)

• Waste sorted improperly ($150 fine)

Wildlife & Vector Control Bylaw
• Attractants accessible to wildlife/feed wildlife ($500 fine)

• Conditions on property are attracting vectors ($150 fine)

• Continue seeking compliance at construction sites to minimize impacts to 
residents and hold developers accountable

• Exploring updates to the Street and Traffic Bylaw to strengthen 
enforcement capacities

• Advocating to the Province to increase the maximum fine for Bylaw 
Enforcement Notices from $500 to $3,000

• Looking to extend enforcement service hours to better address 
construction-related nuisances
