• The BLNP area is over 560 
hectares (almost 1400 acres).

• North Road was built in 1859 
to connect New Westminster 
to Burrard Inlet; it is one of 
the oldest roads in the Lower 
Mainland. 

• The Vancouver Golf Club, was 
incorporated in 1910.

• When the Evergreen Line 
opens, the SkyTrain will be the 
longest rapid transit network 
in Canada at 79.6 km.

• The Evergreen Line is 
projected to serve 70,000 
people per day by 2021.

• Around 14,000 new residents 
are expected to call this area 
home by 2041.
